About Land Transport Authority

In the short span of a little over 40 years, Singapore
has succeeded in developing a modern, effective and
efficient land transport system that has earned the
admiration of many the world over.

Singapore, a global city of 5 million people, has a comprehensive, efficient and affordable public transport
system and network of smooth-flowing roads that support the economy and enable our people to move
about easily, safely and reliably.

The Land Transport Authority (LTA) with a staff strength of 4,000 has the challenge of keeping Singapore
on the move. LTA, a statutory board under the Ministry of Transport, is the national agency that oversees
all modes and aspects of land transportation in Singapore, covering both private and public transportation
as well as road and rail systems, from policy and planning to engineering, regulation and management.

Singapore has one of the most advanced public transport systems in the world. More than 1.8 million
passengers commute island-wide on the Rapid Transit Systems (RTS) to get to work, school and play every
day. This is in addition to some 3 million that use the comprehensive bus network. A pivotal component
of Singapore’s public transport system, the first RTS line opened in 1987 and the system has since been
continually expanded. Today, it spans 160 km with 128 stations. The world’s first driverless steel-wheel-
on-steel-rail heavy metro line and three automated Light Rapid Transit lines which serve as rail feeders within
major housing estates were opened in 2003. Part of the new underground line - the 33 km, 29-station Circle
Line - starts operation in 2009. There are plans in the pipeline to further expand the system.

Seamless travel by public transport is facilitated by integrating land use with transport planning and
development. In addition, it also involves integrating the bus and rail network as well as adopting innovations
such as the contactless smartcard through-ticketing system introduced in 2002.

In land-scarce Singapore, optimising our road network
system is vital. The island is connected by some
8,500 lane-km of roads and expressways. Intelligent
Transport Systems are leveraged on to maximise
road capacity and improve traffic flow.

All the 2,000 traffic lights island-wide are linked and
centrally controlled, while automatic incident and
congestion detection systems are installed on
expressways. In 2008, Singapore opened its 9th
expressway, the 12 km Kallang/Paya Lebar Expressway
(KPE). With 9 km of the expressway running
underground, the KPE is Southeast Asia’s longest
urban road tunnel.

As with other major cities around the world, our
challenge is to keep our roads smooth-flowing with
growing traffic demand. Singapore has been in the

forefront in using demand management and
congestion pricing schemes to manage traffic. These
include the unique Vehicle Quota System and the
world's first Electronic Road Pricing (ERP) system.
ERP replaced the manual road pricing or the Area
Licensing Scheme that was implemented in 1975 -
another first in the world. The ERP remains one of
the most innovative and successful solutions to traffic
congestion. Other cities have adopted similar
concepts, which are testaments to its effectiveness.
